Make the cutout in ceiling accoding to the hole width for the specific mounting shown
on Page 1, and the fixture length. IMPORTANT: HOLD THE CUTOUT DIMENSIONS
TIGHTLY, TO ENSURE THAT THE OVERLAP FLANGE COVERS THE OPENING.
Make 1/4-20 threaded rod spacing specific to the fixture length, consult spec sheet.
Remove all countersink head screws from the doorframe with a T15 torx bit.

Remove the doorframe entirely from the fixture.

5. Use the lanyard cables to hang the doorframe from the housing extrusion.
6. Now there is access to the inside of the fixture, with LEDs boards on wireway cover.
7. Remove the screws which hold the wireway cover to the housing extrusion.

8. Remove the wireway cover to access the driver compartment and fixture mounting
holes.

9. Line up the fixture with the ceiling opeing and line up the slots in fixture housing with
1/4-20 threaded rod.

10. Secure the fixture at each mounting point with 1/4-20 hex nuts.
11. Make electrical connections through the fixture access plate.

12. Reinstall the wireway cover with LED boards and secure to the fixture housing with
previously removed screws.
